These are near
portables.

e Exit to the left out the doors closest to the
portables.



7' grade building-when

* Enter the building ONLY through the doors
nearest the main building.

e Exit only through the back of the 7*" grade
building or nearest the portables.

2" Offense — Office Referral and 1 day ISS,
confiscate device. Required for parent to pick it up.

3" Offense — Office Referral and 2 days ISS,
confiscate device. Required for parent to pick it up.

4t Offense- Office Referral and 2 days ISS with loss
of cell phone privileges
